The Applicant:

e Shall not have been pursuing post - secondary education within the last five years.

e Shall be a resident of the Westshore Community Foundation catchment area for the last
two years.

e Shall be a contributing citizen within the WCF catchment area.

e Shall provide Official Notification of Enrolment letter (due in Sept.)

e Shall provide two letters of reference: community/ volunteer activity, employment
reference.

e Shall provide letter of Involvement

e Shall endeavour to attend the Award Ceremony on the 1% Friday of October if selected.
